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Introduction

Process Overview

The purpose of this document is to inform and instruct users on ‘How to’ configure Cache
2013.1.1.501.1 for Open Source vxVistA version 2013.0 and how to properly set up and
configure namespaces. The main sections include: Installing Cache 2013.1.1.501.1,
Configuring the database in the Cache System, Security Configuration, New User
Configuration, and Configuring Shortcuts and Settings. Upgrading vxVistA is also covered, but
not an expected requirement at the time of this documents creation.

The required folders to be created are as follows:

» C:\DBRoot\V13 (your drive letter):\(directory)\(name space)
» C:\HFS
o The above folders are customarily created within the main C:\ drive of the
computer being configured
» C:\vxVistaServer
o The vxVistA Applications which will be contained within this folder are not
required to be on the main drive, but may be placed there
» C:\PatientPictures
o Folder used for storing pictures taken with the vxPatientPicture App

The Access/Verify Code pair provides the user access while in terminal mode and also when
logging into applications. Two Access/Verify Code pairs have been configured for this
installation; they are as follows and are case-sensitive:

» Administrative — For use primarily within a Terminal session

o ACCESS CODE: ADMIN1 VERIFY CODE: 123Admin!!
» Standard — For use specifically for the provided vxApplications
o ACCESS CODE: NEWUSER1 VERIFY CODE: 123Newuser!!

. Create the ‘DBRoot’ folder on the C:\ drive and then create the V13’ folder within ‘DBRoot’.
2. Open the ‘vxVista OS Cache DAT’ folder located within the ‘OS vxVistA 2013’ folder
previously unzipped.

3. Unzip ‘vxVistA 2013.0-Gold-Open Source-2013-11-27.dat.zip’.

a. The uncompressed file name is ‘Cache.dat’.

i. ‘Cache.dat’ may be contained within a folder named ‘vxVistA 2013.0-Gold-
Open Source-2013-11-27.dat’ (Dependent on Compression Software).

b. Move ‘Cache.dat’ to the V13’ folder within ‘DBRoot’.
4. Create the ‘vxVistaServer folder to the desired drive.
Right Click on the folder and Click ‘Properties’.
Click the ‘Sharing’ tab on the window that opens.
Click the ‘Share’ button to bring up a ‘File Sharing’ window.
Enter ‘Everyone’ into the space provided and push ‘Add’.
Set the ‘Permission Level’ to ‘Read’ as a minimum and recommended setting.
Press ‘Share’, and then press ‘Done’. Close the ‘Properties’ window.
5. Create the ‘HFS’ folder on the C:\ drive.

a. Follow the above steps to turn on sharing and set it to ‘Everyone’.
6. Create the ‘PatientPictures’ folder on the C:\ drive.
a. Follow the above steps to turn on sharing and set it to ‘Everyone’, with the

following exception.

b. Once ‘Everyone’ has been added, set the ‘Permission Level’ to ‘Read/Write’.

Before adding the Global Mappings and Routine Mappings it's important to verify that the
correct Cache version is in use. Verify Cache version by right clicking the blue Cache cube and
selecting ‘About...’to display the current Cache version information.

If you are using Cache 2013.1.1.501.1 and a Vista 2013 database, no upgrade is needed! Skip
this section and continue to the ‘Global Mappings'’ section.
